Meeting called to order at 7:38 p.m. by Greg Lutz. 
-Motion made by Donnie to approve minutes from the 5-3-09  meeting. 2nd-Amy Wobser. Motion passed unanimously.
-Two parents (Julie Serra, Amy Comford ) of the HFC U12 boys white team came and shared.  They expressed frustration with what they felt was a lack of communication between GOYSL and HFC programs.  Also expressed frustration with the HFC program and the tryout process. The Board shared back to them that the communication issue is being worked on between HFC and GOYSL and that the HFC program is also being looked at.
- Open Position on Board – Laura Anthony has asked to leave the Board due to a change in her job. Vern Anthony was asked to take her place on the Board and to be the trustee over TOPS and to be the secretary on the Board. Stacy made a motion for Vern to be on the board, Scott 2nd it.  Motion passed unanimously. 
-Referee  - Josh  Brink summarized the Spring 2009 Recreational season.  Season was very positive with no incidences throughout the season. Had 68 referees working.  There was $600.00 ref. money left over from the season.  Is setting up a referee class over the summer.
Donnie Hale will look into the online referee system in early July.
-Bradley Soccer Camp  – Dan Hoover has asked for HOSA to put out an e-blast to the HOSA members advertising the Bradley high school soccer camp.  Stacy will contact Bill Morris about this and let Liz know what is decided.
-HOSA Website – New logos for HOSA, the Recreation program, and the FC program were passed around.  Stacy motioned to approve them, Shawn 2nd it. Motion passed unanimously.
A motion was made to have 4 banners total for the new website (Main HOSA one, FC one, Rec one, GOYSL one). Donnie motioned to pay the extra $200.00 for this, Stacy 2nd it. Motion passed unanimously.
-Dr. Pepper/Snapple Proposal – Greg Lutz shared that the best way would be for HOSA to fill and maintain the vending machines at the Soccer Complex.  Greg will continue to dialogue further with them.
-Treasurers Report – Scott Entyre presented the Profit and Loss report from June 1,2008 to May 31,2009.  There were a few areas that needed further discussion. Donnie motioned to table it, Stacy 2nd it, Motion passed unanimously.
-Public Relations – Shawn Hillier reported on the July 4th event. Flyers will have pizza and we will do a FC tailgate. Stacy shared that we pay $3.00 for parking and proceeds go to the FC discretionary fund. Trainers can set-up small-sided games.  Have sell raffle tickets.
-Recreational Program – Stacy Schumacher shared that a parent would like their child to play down an age group due to better accommodate his child’s needs.  The board shared that it goes against the HOSA policies. Stacy also shared that a family requested for their child to enter the HOSA programs earlier then the age that is set now.  The question was asked if OSYSA has a minimum age that they allow players to start.  Stacy would research this.  Donnie made a motion for a case-by-case situation for allowing players to come into the program earlier then the age set. Stacy 2nd it. Three in favor (Stacy, Scott, Shawn), 6 opposed (Donnie, Amy, Skip, Randy, Keith,Vern). 
Scott Entyre made a motion to move the age cut-off to 6 months younger. Stacy 2nd it. Seven in favor (Stacy, Amy, Randy, Keith, Scott, Shawn, Vern), 2 opposed (Donnie, Skip).  If OSYSA approved the dob then the change would go into effect immediately.
Stacy had post-season meeting with the recreational coaches.  Low attendance.
Schumacher made a motion to approve the revised Recreational policies. Scott 2nd it. Motion passed unanimously.
-Little Paws – A few more Little Paws trainers need to send their invoices in.
-GOYSL – End of year coaches meeting. Lower attendance (16 coaches).  Meeting went well with some good discussion.  Skip Zawodny reported that the MSSA boys took 2nd in the tournament.  The MSSA girls had a lot of injuries.
-HFC – Question came up whether HOSA pays for the trainers training classes.  The board members shared that they have not made it a policy to pay for these in the past and also the fact since the trainers are contractors this was not necessary.
-Camps this summer – Scott Entyre presented the camp expenses to the Board. A motion was made by Scott to approve the camp expenses. Donnie 2nd it. Motion passed unanimously.
-Fields – Greg Lutz and Bill Morris were meeting with Jim Sturm from MOSSL about the fields and concerns.
-Administrators salary – Donnie Hale made motion to increase salary of present administrator. Also for HOSA to cover the extra expense for increasing the minutes on cell phone and also changing the internet plan from basic to turbo.  Stacy 2nd it. Motion passed unanimously.
-Scott Entyre made the motion to close at 11:05 and Stacy 2nd it.
